Title: Carriage of lifejackets on board fishing vessels.
Notice to Owners, Managers, Skippers and Crew of  Fishing Vessels

In accordance with regulation 7 of the 4th schedule of the Merchant Shipping (Safety of Fishing

Vessels) Regulations 2000,every Fishing vessel shall carry one approved type of lifejacket for each person on board.

An approved lifejacket means a lifejacket which has been constructed as per regulation 32, Chapter III of the Safety  Of  Life  At  Sea  (SOLAS) Convention 1974.

Owners, managers and Skippers  are hereby reminded that lifejackets shall be so placed on board as to be readily accessible at all times and their position shall be clearly indicated.

In case lifejackets are kept in secured lockers in port to avoid pilferage, Skippers should make sure that they are removed and distributed to each and every person on board prior vessel leaving port.
