Title:  Certification of Fishing Vessel Personnel
Notice to Owners, Managers, Skippers of Mauritian Fishing Vessels

Owners, Managers and Skippers of fishing vessels are informed that dispensation for personnel to serve on fishing vessels would not be granted except in exceptional circumstances in which case the applicant must prove through sea service, experience and qualification that he can safely and effectively fulfill the function for which dispensation  is granted after the following dates:

Second Hand Fishing Vessel 


1st June 2002
Second Engineer Fishing Vessel

1st June 2003

First Engineer Fishing Vessel


1st January 2005

Deck and Engine room ratings serving on fishing vessels should undergo courses to qualify for either an STCW 95 certificate or for a  “Rating Certificate Limited to Fishing Vessels” by December 2002

All new entrants to the industry should undergo a familiarization course and after completing mandatory sea service attend courses to qualify either as Efficient Deck Hand ( EDH) or Engine Room Hand ( ERH).

As from the 1st of  September 2002 all personnel on articles of agreement serving on fishing vessels carrying gasoline should be in possession of a “fishing vessel safety certificate”.

Owners, Managers and Skippers are to advise their respective staff that if they wish to continue  serving on fishing vessels they should attend the appropriate courses as required by the Ministry responsible for shipping matters.

The Maritime courses are to be conducted by the Sea Training School where a training schedule can be obtained  upon request.
