MERCHANT SHIPPING NOTICE No 6 of 2001

Title: Survey of Bank Fishing Vessels

Notice to Owners, Managers of shipping companies, Masters and Chief Engineers

Recalling that before registration, every ship shall be surveyed and a ship cease to be a Mauritian ship only if transferred to another flag, wrecked, abandoned, taken by enemy, burnt or broken up.

Recalling also that there is a mandatory requirement for a fishing vessel to be inspected annually.

Reminding owners that with respect of the annual surveys, the maximum period of validity is one year and the survey must be completed before the expiry date if the existing certificate.

Informing that an system of extension will be applicable as from next year whereby a maximum period of one month may be granted to enable a vessel to complete its voyage to Mauritius.  Such flexibility will only be available when it can be proved that all possible efforts have been undertaken to ensure that a vessel still holds a valid certificate upon return to Mauritius

Recalling that a certificate issued should reflect as closely as possible, the true state of the ship, its equipment and appurtenances equipment, structure and machinery, renewal surveys must be completed within the possible time.

Urging all entities mentioned to ensure that a renewal survey is completed within three months before the expiry date of the existing certificate or the anniversary date, which will be kept fixed as from next year
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
