CHANGES TO THE STANDARDS OF TRAINING CERTIFICATION AND WATCHKEEPING FOR RATINGS AT SUPPORT LEVEL

This marine notice is to advise ship owners, ship operators, masters and crew of amendments to the International Convention on Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers 1978 (STCW 95), which came into effect on 1st February 1997.

As from 1st February 2002 in order to meet all requirements for certification as prescribed in the Convention , all ratings at support level: 

· Shall be not less than 16 years of age

· Have completed an approved seagoing service including not less than six months training and experience, or

· Have completed special training either pre-sea or on board ship including an approved period of sea going service which shall not be less than two months.

· Must be able to demonstrate the level of responsibility as identified in chapter VI of STCW Code.
